DANUBE-CARPATHIAN REGIONAL BASKETBALL LEAGUE CHAMPIONSHIP U14 RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR SEASON 2012/2013 
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The official language of the Danube-Carpathian League is English!
1. Objectives of Championship
To provide regular, organized international competition for junior teams from the participating countries (Romania, Serbia, Slovakia and Hungary) and to award the championship title.
2. Age groups
U14: Born in 1999 and 2000

5. Championship format
a) The registered teams will be placed into groups of four. If possible, each group shall include at least one team from each country. The championship will be conducted in groups of four, exclusively. Entries will be accepted in order of submission date and the groups will also be formed considering dates of registration as the earlier submission being more advantageous. The championship will have a maximum of 12 teams which may be increased to 16 in case of greater interest. The group stage will consist of four tournaments, each hosted by a different team in the group. Thus, every team will be required to host one tournament. Three of the teams from the group shall participate in each tournament. The championship starts in October 2012. There will be one group stage tournament played per month in October, November, January and February. 

Following the group stage, the first placed teams from every group shall compete in a playoff tournament for places 1-3rd or 1-4th (depending on the number of participating teams and groups), second placed teams for 4-6th or 5-8th, third placed for 7-9th or 9-12th and fourth for 10-12th or 13-16th, respectively.

b) Each qualified team may apply for the right to host their playoff tournament. Conditions of application will be announced by the Federation in February 2013.

c) The pre-championship league conciliation meeting will be held at 13:00 on 6 September 2012. The venue is 5000 Szolnok, Hungary, József Attila u. 83. Európa Étterem (restaurant).
6. Participants of championship 
U14 boys’ teams of sports organizations, who submit their registrations before the given deadline, electronically via the official e-mail address of Jász-Nagykun-Szolnok County Basketball Federation. 
7. Conditions of entry
a)  Each registered sports organization must delegate a fully authorized representative     to the league conciliation meeting.

a) The entry fee must be paid as soon as the championship format has been finalised.

b) Only teams of officially registered sports organizations may participate in the Championship.

c) By signing the championship entry form, teams accept and submit to all terms of its Rules and Regulations, and commit to play all their games according to the mutually agreed championship format.
8. Entry procedure
a) Teams may enter the Championship by submitting the Entry Form before the deadline of 25 August 2012. Entry forms will be accepted in order of submission by country! Please complete the form fully and accurately! 
b) The entry fee is EUR 200 per team, which amount must be transferred to the bank account below by 25 August 2012.

9. Playing rules for U14 age group
a)  Man-to-man defense is compulsory in the Championship! Zone defense is forbidden!
b)  The teams must field completely different line-ups for the first and second quarters. One player may be substituted in each quarter. A player substituted in a quarter may be sent back to play in the same quarter. Players who played in the first quarter may not play in the second quarter neither as a starter nor as a substitute. If a player is injured or fouled out in the first two quarters, he may only be replaced by a player who has not played yet at all or has played only in the same quarter and was substituted earlier. This player may be substituted back later. In case one or more players are injured or fouled out in the first or second quarter and there are no substitutes available, the team must continue with fewer players until the end of the quarter. In case a team has only ten players registered for a game, all players must play at least one full quarter in the first half and substitution is not allowed!
10. Competition scoring
Teams in their groups will be classified according to their scores based on their win-loss records.

If there are two or more teams in the classification with equal merit points, they will be classified according to FIBA International Basketball Rules 2010. 
11. Prizes
Goblets and certificates will be awarded to all participating teams, medallions to the top three winning teams and the championship high scorer and best three-point shooter will be honoured, respectively. 
12. Championship regulations
a) Players must possess valid –as per regulations of their home country- sports medical certificates to be allowed to play!

b) The sports medical certificates of all players registered for a championship game must be presented to the official tournament commissioner prior to the game. In case a player is unable to present his certificate, he is not eligible to play.  

c) All participating teams must submit their team rosters for the championship prior to the entry deadline, including the following data: player’s name, birth date (full) and number of playing licence. 

The federation will then issue each team an Official Team Roster, which must be presented to the commissioner before the games.

In case of signing or transferring a new player during the championship, the team shall notice the federation in writing and an updated Official Team Roster will be issued to them. 

If a player is not included on the Official Team Roster, he is not eligible to play. In case he still plays, it is considered as misconduct of fielding an unauthorized player.   

A maximum number of twelve players may be registered for each game. 

d) In case a team fields an unauthorized player in a separate game or two games of a group tournament, they will lose the game or games by forfeit.

e) A player may only play for one team in the championship during the season!

f) Referees’ and commissioners’ fees and travel charges shall be paid by the tournament host team according to tariff rates of the host country. The games shall be officiated by two referees. However, if possible, three referees may be employed.

g) The host team is responsible for providing technical facilities and equipment for games such as desk staff, scoresheet, game time clock, shot clock, arrow and red flags. 

h) All teams shall wear uniformed game attire of the same colour. All teams are requested to have two sets of different coloured jerseys for tournaments!

i) The home (“A” on scoresheet) team must wear light coloured (white if possible) jerseys and the away (“B” on scoresheet) team must wear dark jerseys. Teams may mutually agree in changing this order.

j) In case of unsportsmanlike conduct during a championship game (e.g. fighting, player ejected etc.), the offending player, players, coach or coaches will be banned from the following game.

k) The originals of all scoresheets must be posted to the Federation by the host team.

l) The teams are bound to play their games on the dates and times agreed in the pre-championship league conciliation meeting!

m) The hosting sports organization must provide lunch and a cold food pack (including two large sandwiches and one litre of mineral water or soft drink) for the journey home, for visiting teams.

n) Any possibly emerging accommodation costs shall be paid by the team using the service!

o) Official scoresheets of the host country must be used for championship games!

p) The hosting sports organization shall send all game results to the Federation by email as soon as a tournament finishes!

q) Size 6 balls of an officially approved brand in the host country shall be used for all games.

 13. Change of fixtures
In case the agreed time or date of a game or tournament is changed due to cancellation or any other reason, the team initiating the change must notice the Federation in writing at least seven days in advance via the official e-mail address of the Federation. They must provide the updated game time and date at the same time, as well. 
14 Protest and appeal procedure
a) The team shall, immediately after the end of the game, inform the commissioner and referees that they are protesting against the result of the game and their captain shall sign the scoresheet in the space marked „captain’s signature in case of protest’.

b) To make the protest valid, it is necessary for the team to give confirmation to the Federation of their protest in writing. This must be done within eight calendar days and an explanation of the reason for the protest is necessary. The federation then shall resolve the protest as quickly as possible but within a maximum of 15 days. All parties involved will receive the resolution in writing.

c) The protesting team shall deposit EUR 1 000 as security to the Magyar Kosárlabdázók Országos Szövetsége,  IBAN: HU02   10300002-20316431-48820019 bank account of the Federation.

A certificate of payment must be attached to the protest. Failure of payment or failure to comply with any of the other conditions above shall result in rejection of the protest.

d) Should a team not be in agreement with the resolution of a protest, they may then address an appeal to the Committee of Appeals of the Hungarian Basketball Federation via the JNSZ County Basketball Federation, within eight days of receipt, in writing. The appeal must be accompanied by a security deposit of EUR 2 000.

e) The protest and appeal must comply with formal requirements.

f) If the protest or appeal is accepted, the security will be completely refunded.
g) All participating sports organizations should do their best to avoid protest situations!
15. Ejection of players and coaches
a) Ejection of a player or coach shall be reported to the Federation via e-mail within twenty-four hours by the hosting sports organization.

b) The ejected player or coach receives an automatic one match ban for their following game. They are forbidden from the team bench, too. The same rule applies for tournament games as well!

c) The federation shall not deliver a separate resolution for an ejection. However, section „b” above applies automatically and thus shall be honoured by teams.
16. Disqualification and withdrawal of teams
a) In case a team fails to compete in two tournaments for any reason but without timely advance notice, they will be disqualified from the Championship by the Federation.
b) In case a team is disqualified or withdraws from competition during the group stage, all their group stage results will be deleted and they must pay an administration fee of EUR 1 000.
c) In case a team is disqualified or withdraws from competition following the initial group stage, all their initial group stage results will stand valid, their further results deleted and they must pay an administration fee of EUR 2 000.
17. Communication and publishing results
All sports organizations may access championship results and further related information on the official web site of the Jász-Nagykun-Szolnok County Basketball Federation (www.jnksz-basketball.hu) or via email to jnksz.kosar@gmail.com, from the organizers of the Championship. Results, league tables, schedules and scorer lists will be available and updated continually in a separate section of the Federation’s official web site.
18. Other
Any other issues not covered by the terms of these Rules and Regulations shall be governed by The Board of Directors of JNSZ County Basketball Federation as an authority or International Basketball Rules and Regulations.
